After taking part in Dancing on Ice in
2008, Gareth has now forged a successful career in the Theatre
including playing the title role in the West End production of Joseph
and the Amazing Technicolour Dreamcoat and appearing in the 25th 
Anniversary World Tour of Les Miserables.

Michael Collings: Aged 16, Michael heard a song on the radio and said
he wanted to sing and play guitar. He bought an old guitar from a friend
and taught himself how to play. After wowing the judges and audience
with his version of Tracy Chapman’s ‘Fast Car’, he has been
overwhelmed with the response and hopes for a record contract and a
chance to change his family’s life for the better.

New Bounce: Mitchell, Kuan, MJ & James all met up whilst playing
young Michael in Michael Jackson’s Thriller Live and have been together as a group
since August 2010. Their musical influences include Michael Jackson and Usher, but
they would love to follow the success of JLS.

★ For everyone’s safety, comfort & enjoyment: Central Park is an alcohol control
zone and visitors are asked not to bring alcohol or glass bottles onto the site. Festival
bars will be open. Barbeques are strictly prohibited. Anti-social behaviour will not be
tolerated and offenders will be removed from the park. Litter bins are provided
around the site. Please help protect our environment by placing all your
rubbish/recycling in them. Unauthorised distribution of leaflets is strictly prohibited
within the Festival boundaries. Stewards and security will be on site throughout this
weekend. If you have any questions or experience any problems during your visit,
please contact a member of staff.

★ Lost Children: The Dartford Festival attracts large crowds of people every year,
please ensure that your children are suitably supervised at all times. Free identibands
will be available from the Control Tent & the mobile Police Station. In the event that a
lost child is found, they will be taken directly to the mobile Police Station and all
Parents/Guardians should report here to collect them or to report a child missing.
